The Bulls are currently second in the NBA in home 
attendance averaging 21,383 per game.  Dating back to Chicagoôs three home games in the 2006 NBA Playoffs, Chicago has sold out the UC 101 of 
its last 105 home games.

 NOTE-A-BULL 

 Derrick Rose had 21 points and 13 assists for Chicago in its 100-87 win 
at New Jersey (12/29). Rose is the fifth Bulls rookie to record at least 20 
points and 10 assists in the same game. Michael Jordan accomplished it 
eight times in his rookie year (1984-85), while Reggie Theus had four 
such games as a rookie (1978-79), Kirk Hinrich three (2003-04) and Jay 
Williams one (2002-03) (Elias Sports Bureau). 

 With his three-pointer at the 4:30 mark of the first quarter at Atlanta 
(12/27), Ben Gordon surpassed Scottie Pippen for the franchise record 
for most three-pointers made.  In 346 games with the Bulls, Gordon has 
made 669-of-1,601 (.418).  In 856 games played with the Bulls, Pippen 
made 664-of-2,031 3FGM (.327). 

 The Bulls are 10-5 at home (theyôve won five straight at home), with their 
10th win coming against the Jazz on Dec 20.  Last season, Chicago did 
not win its 10th home game until Jan. 29, a 96-85 win over Minnesota.  

 Derrick Rose is atop or near the top in several rookie stat categories: second in scoring (17.1 ppg), first in assists (5.9 apg), second in 
minutes (37.2 mpg), fourth in shooting (.470), fifth in free-throw shooting (.795), sixth in steals (0.88 spg) and 11th in rebounds (3.6 rpg).  

 
BACK-TO-BACK  After posting averages of 16.3 ppg, a team-high 6.2 apg, 3.1 rpg and 0.87 spg in 37.3 mpg, Derrick Rose was named the Eastern 
Conference T-Mobile Rookie of the Month by the NBA.  Rose scored in double figures in 14 of the 15 games that the Bulls played, including five 
games with 20 or more points; he also led the team in assists 12 times.  Rose earned Eastern Conference Rookie of the Month honors in November, 
becoming the first Bulls rookie to be named Eastern Conference Rookie of the Month in consecutive months since Ben Gordonôs string of three 
straight months (Jan., Feb., and March of 2005) 
 
AND THE WINNER ISé Bulls guard Ben Gordon was named the Bulls CDW/Blackberry Player of the Month for December.  Gordon started all 15 
games and averaged 21.6 ppg, 3.8 apg and 3.7 rpg in 38.2 mpg.  He also shot .454 from the field and .494 from downtown (37-77 3FG), and led the 
team in scoring nine times, including nine games with 20 or more points.  In his 33-point night at Atlanta on Dec. 27, Gordon went 6-of-8 from behind 
the arc, and surpassed Scottie Pippen to become the Bulls all-time leader in three-point field goals made.  This marks the eighth time in Gordonôs 
five seasons with the Bulls that he has claimed Player of the Month honors. 
 

RISING STAR After the second tally of ballots for the NBA All-Star Game, Derrick Rose is currently eighth among 
Eastern Conference guards with 242,740 votes.  Rose is one of four Bulls players on the ballot, along with Luol Deng, 
Ben Gordon and Andrés Nocioni.  Should Rose be named to the All-Star Game (either by the fan vote or by NBA head 
coaches), he would become the first Chicago player to be named an All-Star since Michael Jordan in 1998.  He also 
would join Jordan as the only Bulls rookies to be named an NBA All-Star in his rookie year.  Jordan made the first of 
his 12 All-Star appearances in a Bulls uniform during his rookie season in 1985. 

ALL-STAR IN THE MAKING? If Derrick Rose is selected to play in this yearôs NBA All-Star Game, he would become 
the first rookie since Houstonôs Yao Ming in 2003 and the 43rd in NBA history to earn a spot in the Leagueôs mid-season showcase. Dating back to 
the 1989-90 campaign, there have been just six rookies to make an All-Star Team: David Robinson, Dikembe Mutombo, Shaquille O'Neal, Grant Hill, 
Tim Duncan and Yao. If Rose should become lucky number seven, he would join Kobe Bryant, Kevin Garnett, LeBron James, Magic Johnson, 
Shaquille OôNeal and Isiah Thomas among the youngest All-Stars in NBA history at under 21 years of age. At 20 years and four months old, only 
Bryant and James would be All-Stars at a younger age. 

HOLD THE MAYO Through the first quarter of the season, Bulls point guard Derrick Rose and Grizzlies guard O.J. Mayo have separated 
themselves from the rest of the rookie pack.  With their teamôs two head-to-head matchups in the record book, hereôs how the two rookies fared 
when the Bulls and Grizzlies faced each other this year. 

 
HOT HAND LARRY When Chicago played at Golden State (11/21), Bulls guard Larry Hughes entered the evening averaging 7.8 ppg, 2.8 rpg, 1.50 
spg and 0.5 apg in 18.8 mpg, while shooting .375 from the floor, .200 from downtown and .857 from the stripe.  Since that night, he has upped his 
averages to 12.1 ppg, 3.1 rpg, 2.1 apg and 1.23 spg in 26.7 mpg, and raised his shooting numbers to .404 from the field, .379 from behind the arc 
and .833 from the line.  Also during that span, he has led the team in scoring twice, and led the team in points off the bench 10 times. 
 
CHARITY STRIPE The Chicago Bulls, shooting .794 from the free throw line (seventh in the NBA), are on pace to set a single-season franchise 
record for free throw percentage.  The clubôs set its high-water mark during the 1970-71 campaign, when it shot .790 from the line (2,150-2,721 FT).  
This season, the Bulls have shot .900 or better in a game on five occasions, most recently going 21-of-22 against NJ (12/13) for a season-best .955.

ON POINT Since being selected No. 1 overall in NBA Draft 2008, Bulls point guard Derrick Rose has been compared to several of the elite point 
guards in the NBA.  Hereôs a head-to-head look at some of Roseôs performances this season against some of the top point guards in the League:

SELECT COMPANY Derrick Rose is currently averaging 17.1 ppg, 5.9 apg and 3.6 rpg.  Should the Bulls rookie point guard finish the season with  
averages of at least 18.0 ppg, 5.0 rpg and 5.0 apg, Rose would become just the eighth rookie in NBA history to average at least 18-5-5.  Six of the 
seven players (Magic Johnson was the ROY runner-up to Larry Bird in 1980) who have accomplished this statistical feat went on to earn NBA 
Rookie of the Year honors or Co-Rookie of the Year honors (Elias Sports Bureau).

ROSY ROOKIE Derrick Rose has scored in double-figures in all but three games this season.  In his short career he has led the team in scoring 
eight times and posted 13 games with 20 or more points. At Atlanta (12/27), Rose set his season high with 27 points (12-19 FG) and added seven 
assists.   
 
DIVISION BY SUBTRACTION 
Following up on their successful Central Division play from the 2006-07 season, for the second year in a row, the Bulls owned the best divisional 
record in the Central.  After going a division-best 12-4 in 2006-07 (CLE: 10-6, DET: 9-7, IND: 8-8 and MIL: 1-15), Chicago followed up with a Central 
record of 11-5 (DET: 11-5, CLE: 7-9, MIL: 6-10 and IND: 5-11), including 7-1 at the United Center.  This year the Bulls are 2-5 against the Central 
Division.  Overall, the Bulls are 25-13 (.658) against Central foes since the start of the 2006-07 campaign. 
 
ARE YOU EXPERIENCED? When the Bulls named Vinny Del Negro to be the 17th Head Coach in franchise history on June 11, 2008, he had yet to 
coach a game at any level.  Del Negro is one of three (Michael Curry, Erik Spoelstra) NBA head coaches to make his head-coaching debut this 
season, without any prior experience as a head coach.  Below is a list of coaches who went on to experience their share of success in the NBA, 
despite having never coached a game until they made their NBA head coaching debut: 

 Al Attles: Coached Golden State to 1975 NBA Championship 

 Larry Bird: Selected the 1997-98 NBA Coach of the Year and coached Indiana to 2000 NBA Eastern Conference Championship 

 Larry Costello: Coached Milwaukee to the 1971 NBA Championship and coached the Bucks to the 1974 NBA Finals 

 Billy Cunningham: Coached Philadelphia to the 1983 NBA Championship and coached the Sixers to two other NBA Finals appearances 

 Doc Rivers: Coached Boston to the 2008 NBA Championship; 1999-00 NBA Coach of the Year 

 Lenny Wilkens: Winningest coach in NBA history (1,332-1,155), coached Seattle to 1979 NBA Championship, 1993-94 NBA Coach of the Year 
 
FOR STARTERS In his NBA debut versus Milwaukee (10/28), Derrick Rose finished with 11 points, nine assists and three steals.  Since 1973, when 
the NBA began recording steals for individual players, Rose is just the second player to record at least 11 points, nine assists and three steals in his 
League Debut.  LeBron James posted 25 points, nine assists and four steals in his first NBA game at Sacramento on Oct. 29, 2003.  Rose also 
became the first Bulls rookie since Michael Jordan (1984-85) to score 10 or more points in his first 10 games in the NBA (Elias Sports Bureau). 
 
FROM DOWNTOWNéKABOOM! On Dec. 27, at Atlanta, Ben Gordon entered the game needing to make two three-pointers to overtake Bulls 
legend Scottie Pippen for the most three-point field goals made in team history.  By the end of the first quarter, the record had been broken.  With 
5:09 to play in the first, Gordon sank a three-ball to tie Pippen.  Just 39 seconds later, Gordon rose up and connected on another long-distance shot, 
moving him into first place in the Bullsô record book.  It took him just over four years (346 games) to move to the head of the list (Pippen: 664-of-
2,031, .327).  In Kirk Hinrichôs five-plus years with the team, he currently sits in third place for most three pointers madel.  Gordon has made 679-of-
1,626 (.418), while Hinrich has made 647-of-1,714 3FG (.377).  Last season, each player surpassed Michael Jordan, who finished his Bulls career 
with 555 three-pointers.
